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Measurement Diagram

A- System width. If the roller is mounted inside the window frame, reduce the width by 1 cm. For 
outdoor mounting, we recommend adding 10 cm on each side.

B- System height

C- Light gap on left side 50 mm

D- Light gap on right side 50 mm
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Tools Needed

Step 1:

Measure the top, middle, and 
bottom then record the narrowest. 

Step 2:

Measure the left center and right 
then record the longest height.

Step 3:

Measure and record the depth of 
the window.

Inside Mount Roller Blinds Measurement Instructions

Note: The minimum depth required (without valance) is 8.5 cm for a flush look.
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Things to consider

Considerations for Valance (Optional):

• Valance measurement should equal the window width.                                                                         

• Expect gaps (5 cm) on the sides.

• Pay attention to door knobs and handles. If they are present, think about opting for an outside 
mount. 

• Note that with the cassette, the blind cannot roll outwards, only inside rolling is possible.

• Minimum depth required for valance is 15 cm.
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Outside Mount Roller Blinds Measurement Instructions

Step 1:

Measure the middle width of the 
window.

Step 2:

Add 7.5 cm - 15 cm to each side to 
minimize light penetration.

Step 3:

Measure the height from the middle 
of the window. The height will depend 
on your measurement.

Considerations for Valance:

• Cornice and valance measurements will 
be automatically manufactured 1.5 cm 
wider than the blinds.

• Maintain a minimum of 20 cm above the 
window for installation.

Fitting Techniques

Ceiling Mount

Wall Mount

Note: 120 mm clear surface area is required for installation and a drop of 160 mm.
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Installation Instructions
Tools needed

1. Measuring tape (metal)
2. Pencil (for marking)
3. Work gloves

4. Drill Machine
5. Drill Bit

6. Screws
7. Wall Plug (Wall Anchor)

Step 1:

Measure the wall, ceiling, and 
window.

Step 2:

Mark the position of the first 
bracket.

Installation Steps:

The requirement for each type of installation to provide strength and corrosion resistance in 
various types of installation surface applications:

1. Aluminum - Stainless steel self-drilling screws.
2. Concrete - 6 mm screws and plugs are required for installation.
3. Gypsum - Special butterfly screws and plugs are required for installation.
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Step 3:

Fix the first bracket using a drill 
or screwdriver.

Step 5:

 Install the second bracket using 
a drill.

Step 4:

Measure and mark the position 
of the second bracket, ensuring it 
aligns with the first.

Step 6:

Attach the bracket cover on both 
sides.

Insert the other end by pushing the 
spring inwards into the bracket.

Step 9:

Test if the roller shades is installed 
properly. Do not exert too much 
pressure.

Step 10:

Check if it’s working correctly using 
the Somfy remote control.

Step 7:

Insert the roller blind on one 
side.

Tip
• Alignment of brackets should be exact to avoid damaging the product.
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Operation/Control
Raising or Lowering:

Step 1: Press the ‘down’ button on your Somfy remote control to close the blind.
Step 2: Press the ‘up’ button on your Somfy remote control to open the blind.

You can press the “My” buttons on your Somfy remote 

Product Maintenance and Cleaning
• Regularly dust with a feather duster or soft cloth.

• For thorough dust removal, use a hand-held vacuum with low suction.

• CAUTION: Avoid harsh detergents.
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Side Channel Option
A side channel is a vertical guide installed on either side of a window to slot the edges of the blind 
fabric, enhancing functionality and aesthetics.

The set includes an aluminum cassette, side channel profiles, and a bottom bar in standard white, 
cream, or beige finishes. 

The fabric edges are secured with a dual brush insert, and operation is through a stainless steel ball 
chain.

A valance improves roller blinds by concealing the top pipe and hardware. It shields the mechanism 
from dust and damage, reducing maintenance and extending system life.

1. Measure and mark valance location on ceiling.

2. Drill holes, insert anchors.

3. Place valance and ensure it’s centered and level.

4. Double-check alignment, adjust if needed.
